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The following story was condensed from e-mails sent by sailing friends of Karen Anderson's who were cruising Malaysia and
Indonesia in December. Karen has since gone to Asia to help with relief efforts and should be back in Portland mid-February.

Jeff left his own boat, Mirage, in Malaysia and sailed with
friends Ellen, George, and their 16-year-old grandson,
Jordan, aboard Wind Dancer to a bay on asmall island off
Thailand. "Phi Phi Don," he used to say, "is probably the
prettiest island | know in the world." There they set
anchor. There they were when the Tsunami hit.

10:30 a.m., December 26: Below on Wind Dancer,
peacefully making plans for the day, they heard and felt
the boat jerk hard on her anchor chain. The sound of water
pouring into the bay assaulted them as they ran topside. It
was amassive influx of water, fifteen knots of current . . .
"Four or fiveis considered a very strong current,” Jeff

said. "Fifteenissimply off the scale!"

Their reaction was to pull anchor and motor out of the bay,
but fortunately it wouldn®budge under so much pressure;
if it had, they would have been swept into the bay since the
motor, capable of only five knots, wouldn®have had a
chance competing against fifteen. Others nearby also
struggled to maintain control of their boats as anchor
chains burst apart under the strain.

Theroaring current hit the walls of the bay, and huge
waves bounced back towards them. Thefirst set came
from behind, ten to fifteen feet high. Jeff waited on the
bow ready to weigh anchor; George at the helm was able
to ease some of the load on the anchor by using the motor;
and Ellen was bel ow dogging hatches and windows for
fear of being rolled. Miraculoudly, the waves collapsed
just before taking their stern and passed under the boat as
large swells. But other waves

After four hours, George couldn®wait any longer and
decided to risk taking the dinghy to look for him. When
he reached shore he began helping injured people, even as
he searched for his grandson. He called on theradio
saying, "We cannot |eave these people. We haveto help.
Bring all medical supplies, bandages, and clean towels.
And be ready to stay." It might mean losing Wind Dancer
to another surge, but George®choice was clear. Ellen and
Jeff anchored Wind Dancer using all her chain in case of
another wave, and teamed up with amedica student from
another yacht.

They rushed to shore, only to see that the most beautiful
island in the world had become nothing but masses of
sheet metal, rocks, trees, concrete slabs, septic tanks,
clothing, shoes, cameras, boats, swim fins, backpacks,
sand, and coral tossed violently together in chaos. How
could anyone survive this?

3:30 p.m., December 26: George found his grandson five
hours after the initial blast of the Tsunami. Jordan had
been on the beach when it hit. He watched the tide get
very low and started running as he saw it getting too high.
He was swept inland, tossed around, cut and dunked, and
finally floating was able to crawl into an upper story of a
hotel, one of only three standing. Although heavily
bruised, scratched and cut, he told his grandfather he
needed to stay ashore to find water and food for his new
friends. George consented, advising him to get supplies by
raiding any stores or rooms left standing. "Is this looting?"
wrote Ellen,"No, not to me."

Moreover, they had no idea of the state of Phi Phi
Don Idand, where George had left his grandson to explore.

They circled the boat amid enormous amounts of debris,
and every time they considered landing on the island to
find Jordan they® get reports of ancther wave coming.

student became his medical team.
"The night just went on and on," said Ellen. "We trudged
over jungle paths and debris, guided by Thais to severely
injured people.” Med-evac helicopters began arriving by
late evening, and the injured were carried on makeshift
stretchers across a tangled scene to the chopper area.
George prioritized who would be lifted out by chopper,
while his team swabbed and wrapped wounds as best they
could with only the antibiotics and dressings available
from the boats—it was strictly war zone medicine. "Many
more images, much more night," said Ellen, "an endless
night: dive boats returning; people leaving by boat; people
crying out for missing children, husbands, friends; fires

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burning to guide the choppersin; full moon to take away
some of theterror of darkness; and finally, when too
exhausted to do any more, afew hours of sleep on an
empty floor with adirty piece of plastic for acover."

By noon the next day there were enough Thai emergency
workers that Wind Dancer®crew felt they could return to
her. The dinghy was still near shore, but its anchor was
gone, borrowed by localsto use as aweight for aburial at
Sea.

Meanwhilein Maaysia, "Mirage was stored in one of the
finest and safest marinas |@e seen," Jeff says, but the
inrush of water had immediately flipped boats and
destroyed docks there. For about an hour, 30 to 40 boats
were trapped in amassive whirlpool among pieces of

docks and pilings as the current surged in and out of the
harbor. Sunken, beached, or on the rocks, many sustained
serious structural damage. Apparently Mirage was flushed
out of the harbor, spent part of the night on the rocks, and
by morning had drifted off, nowhere to be seen.

Sometime during the day, though, alocal fisherman towed
her in and anchored her. Friends then boarded, pumped
bilges, checked below and beefed up her anchors. "So far
| haven®been able to identify the fisherman who brought
Miragein," Jeff wrote January 8th. All of her pulpits and
most stanchions crushed, lifelines useless, rudder bent,
rigging broken or stretched, mast bent, anchor & chain
lost—all must be replaced. "I fedl very fortunate," Jeff
said. "Mirageis hurt, but will sail again.”

Update —January 12: George hasjoined agroup of sailorsand Sikhsin arelief effort called Waves of Mercy. It®
composed of local sailors with two 100-foot classic sailboats; volunteer medical staff and cooks from Kuala Lumpur; and
boxes of food and medical supplies donated by the Sikh community. The Sikhs provide mealsin afield kitchen for the
1500 Tsunami survivorsin arefugee camp on Weh. "Working in this small island community is a good match for our
small-scalelocal effort,” Ellen reports, "but one of the biggest challengesis setting up a non-profit charity so money can
go right to the project. Funding would be available if there were a proper bank account, but Waves of Mercy is operating
on ashoe string!" Ellen has been involved as part of a human chain loading supply vessels that carry Sikh-donated
provisions to the group, and working on shore with five otherstrying to sort out a bit of the chaos and make it easier on

crewsin Aceh.
