Women©s racing started out strong this year when 60 
women and 13 boats took part in OWSA©s Monday night 
Women©s Series in June.  This year©s OWSA/CYC 
Women©s Race was held on July 8th instead of the 
traditional time in August.  The hope was to feed off the 
enthusiasm from June, but July is a big vacation month, 
especially during Fourth of July week, and only four 
boats raced on July 8th.  The following weekend 
brought two courageous women out for the CYC Single-
handed race. 

As Michelle Bennett said of the July 8th Women©s 
Race, "It was a BEAUTIFUL DAY with just the right 
amount of breeze, and the Race Committee did a good 
job getting three races off.  Couldn©t have asked for 
anything more.... except some more ladies out racing."  
Even with only four boats racing, the participants had a 
great time. 

Michelle Bennett raced her Cal 20 "River Rose" with 
crew Michelle Mattraw and they won their class and 
even finished ahead of a J-24 in one of the races.  
Unfortunately their competition, Liz Williams on her 
Santana 22, "Lucille," was unable to finish the third race 
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My husband Ron and I have just returned from a year-long sailing trip aboard our 
37© Tayana cutter "Cetacean.”  In June 2005, we went from Portland, to Port 
Townsend, to Vancouver BC, up and down the Inside Passage with stops at 
anchorages on Vancouver Island and the BC mainland.  Then in Sept. 2005 we 
headed out the Straits of Juan de Fuca, turned south . . . down the Pacific Coast 
past Washington, Oregon, and California and spent the last 6 months of our trip in 
Mexico and the Sea of Cortez.    

"Cetacean" is now on the hard in San Carlos, Sonora, Mexico.  We hope to return 
in Spring 2007 to explore some more in the Sea.  Following is part of a log written 
during the last days of our trip.  We had just left the southern Baja anchorages on 
the Baja and were making our way to spectacular Bahia Concepcion (northward).   

We were about 317 miles north of La Paz in early April, 2006 aboard “Cetacean.”  

Out of 18 boats that entered CYC©s Single-handed Race Michelle Bennett and Liz Williams were the only women 
skippers to enter the fray.  Liz finished 6th in a field of eight PHRF boats, and Michelle finished 3rd in the Cal 20 fleet 
of nine.  Go LADIES! 

Even though they weren©t available for the Women©s Race on July 8th, many of the women who got their first taste of 
racing in the June series have been crewing in various Tuesday and Thursday races.   

Cathie Dluehosh, for example, grins broadly when she reports that Bill Sanborn let her drive his Kalik 30, "Upstart," 
in a couple of real races after practicing in some Beer Cans. 

"We©re working hard to make opportunities for women to race" says OWSA©s Race Captain Sandy Smith.  Karen 
Anderson and Edie Felix were the power behind the June Women©s Series, and OWSA©s membership chair, 
Marianne Thompson, is a racer in the 172 Fleet .   

As well as these formal races, OWSA sponsors two of the Beer Can Races.  Toga Night was a great time, and Mardi 
Gras Night is coming up in August.  It takes lots of work, but it can be fun work.  Soon they’ll be looking for racing 
enthusiasts to help organize the OWSA racing events for next year!

under our bow.  The wind was blowing 15 knots over our 
port quarter.  Cetacean was nicely making way.  Time 
passed, and as always, conditions changed.  The buffalos 
became li’l dogies; the winds slowed to 11 knots.  For fun, 
we heaved to:  head into the waves, backwind the genny, 
center the main,  spin the helm and lock it down.  
Cetacean slowed, stopped, then rocked gently.  We 
returned to our northward meander. 

The now flat Sea drew a straight line against the eastern 
horizon.  To our west, the rugged mountains tumbled into 
the water.  With military precision, pelicans skimmed 
inches above the water.  Discipline was suddenly 
abandoned with comical headlong crash dives in search of 
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Our guidebooks raved about Bahia Concepcion, the “sea within a sea,” enticing us with photos of hypnotic, 
turquoise water and sun-blessed white beaches.  We had read that cruisers could spend weeks there, sailing from 
one spectacular anchorage to the next, taking in ancient Indian art sites, visiting friendly Mulege, hiking and 
snorkeling, dreaming…sailing.  Tantalized, off we went. 

We rolled along over the “buffalos,” a term used by our weather net guys to characterize the 3-4 foot seas trooping 
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dinner.  According to John Steinbeck in The Log of the Sea of Cortez, the pelicans “always seem to know where they 
are going.”  It was a glorious, glorious day, for us, and for the pelicans.  The sun caressed us and reflected on the 
glittering, velvet water. 

We came around the Punta (Point) and into Bahia (Bay) Concepcion.  Santispac, our first anchorage, was about seven 
more miles inside.  With quickly changing depths on our minds, and knowing that our charts were not reliable, we took 
care to watch the water, the land and our depth sounder.   

The wind piped up, suddenly, to 18 knots.  All our sails were up and we were flying into the anchorage, the depths 
dropping with breathtaking quickness.  We turned on the engine, just in case, and headed to wind.  The main 
grudgingly came down in a messy pile.  We turned, furled the genny and pulled down the staysail.  Lots of excitement, 
maybe a little too much!  The hook successfully grabbed at sandy bottom and we settled back in the day, searching 
sparse provisions for dinner fixings.  Paul and Paula of  “Lucky Dog” welcomed us with their news and the latest 
happenings in Concepcion. 

Next morning we woke late, got in the dingy and headed for “Ana’s” on shore.  Santispac is a very popular beach for 
campers, RVs and US expats who’ve built their own palapa-style homes close to the water.  Mexican Highway 1 is right 
behind the settlement area and above the beach, contributing a lot of noise, especially from big truck airbrakes.  Still, 
the beach was beautiful.  We looked forward to experiencing all the things we read about Bahia Concepcion. 

When we arrived at Ana’s, we found the “Rejoyce” and “Zepherus” crews lunching there.  We discussed Santispac and 
caught up on everyone’s adventures.  “Lucky Dog” had departed earlier for Chiavato.  Ana’s owner, Russ, introduced 
himself and offered us a lift into Mulege, the nearest town.  We happily accepted, needing some provisions and wanting 
to soak up this newest Baja adventure.  Russ dropped us off at the zocolo (town center).  The circus was in town and 
loudspeaker-equipped cars barreled around announcing the upcoming excitement.  Later, some of the more benign 
animal attractions (an elephant, two camels and some llamas) were strolled through town. 

Mulege’s homes and stores clung to dusty, rocky hillsides, strung together by confusing one-way streets.  The town 
buzzed with activity: bicycles, walkers and motorcyclists.  We sampled restaurants, the requisite ice cream, visited a 
former “honor-system” Spanish jail, and then grocery shopped.  We felt welcomed and energized by this lovely little 
place. 

Renowned Cochimi Indian cave paintings and pictograph sites are located near Mulege, and we wanted very much to 
see them.  The sites are protected and so we could only see them with a guide.  We engaged a fellow named Salvador 
to take us to the sites.  We shared the tour with comradely Canadian and British land travelers.  Salvador first took us to 
the cave painting site, an hour’s drive from Mulege.  A short hike and rowboat ride took us up to a high cave-like wall 
where we viewed the delicate and mystical, 1300 year old paintings. 

After viewing the cave paintings, we drove to a rancho for a wonderful lunch of beans, goat cheese, tomatoes, fresh 
tortillas and cold cerveza.  The rancho was a bucolic place, with horses, dogs, chickens, a lovely vegetable garden, 
some rustic outbuildings and a simple house.  The ranchero’s sweet little daughter shyly peeked at us. 

Salvador then piled us back in his van to view the pictograph site in an ancient riverbed.  Pictographs are images 
scratched, rather than painted, onto rock surfaces.  At first, the pictographs were invisible.  We didn’t understand what 

we were looking for, and then, the pictographs just popped out.  Like 
the cave paintings, they were created high above us, but we could 
discern pictures of whales, manta rays, fish, and insects. 

Our tour ended with a brief trip to Mulege’s historic mission, 
overlooking the Estero Mulege.  The estero is sort of a river, really an 
estuary.  Acres of date palm trees framed it.  The scene is a lush, 
almost lurid, visual contrast to the dusty, pretty little town. 

We stayed and/or visited four more Bahia Concepcion anchorages, 
each with its own personality and special experiences.  —JO

To help make sailing available to more 
women, our resourceful Commodore, 
Susan Estes, came up with a great idea 
last spring to work a deal with Island Sailing 
Club in which four of our OWSA members 
would share an ISC membership.  With the 
help of OWSA Board Members, the OWSA/
ISC Scholarship was born to make another 
boat available for Wednesday Night Sails. 

Secretary Stephanie Heynderickx did a 
large part of the negotiation with ISC, and 
ended up with a deal in which OWSA pays 
a reduced rate for a one-year membership 
that is normally $1,800.  The membership is 
to be shared by four OWSA members, 
which the Board decided should consist of 
two with more sailing experience and two 
with less.  ISC requires all its members to 
become ASA certified in Basic Keel Boat 
and will make the required class available 
to the scholarship winners at no charge.  
Once certified, the ladies will have access 
to several different ISC boats.  As 1/4 
members, they can only take one boat out 
at a time with one, two, three or all four of 
them on board along with any guest crew 
they may invite.
