No, 
this is about going 
to the other 
side….to the blue 
seas….to the open 
ocean.  You’ve 
been thinking about 
it, but don’t know 
where to start?  
And, it is really for 
you? 

I had a chance to sit 
down with our 
intrepid sailor, Mary 
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Woiccak, one of our 
longtime members of 
OWSA, and a past 
commodore.  With 
over 10 years of river 
sailing under her belt, 
Mary offered to share 
some thoughts about 
her experiences on the 
ocean waters, as she 
found it so different 
from river sailing. 

“Sailing between the 
lines,” as Mary calls 
river sailing, “is all 
about getting out there 
for the day, working 
hard, having fun, then 
going home to crash.  

Ocean sailing is totally different!”  Mary has gained her experiences from trips out of Southern California and going 
over the Columbia Bar up the Washington Coast to the Canadian Gulf Islands, with her soon-to-be life partner, 
Nicholas Sciarro, aboard his 42’ Tayana sailboat. 

For those of you who haven’t ventured beyond the river, this is a short summary that may help you to think about the 
possibilities. 

Know Your Captain…. 
With your safety and life at stake, choose an experienced captain.   Talk to this person at length and ask about his/

Many people have expressed never wanting to leave sight of land, never wanting to venture out very far.  This is a 
personal choice.  Don’t go until you are ready to go.  River sailing offers its challenges and its rewards.  But if you 
choose to go offshore, you might start out with shorter ocean trips.  This helps to build confidence.  Be aware of your 
physical abilities.  Be responsible for yourself.  Some people like to take a pill for sea sickness the first day or so.   

her experience and background.  Be sure to feel comfortable with him/her.  A good captain will help you to learn how 
to participate in the sail as well as how to use a variety of systems on the boat.  Listen carefully, follow directions, ask 
questions at appropriate times, and watch carefully. 

Know Your Boat…. 
Learn how to use the VHF, learn about the emergency systems, how to steer using a compass, what to do in fog, 
how to use the radar, how to watch for weather changes and how to help to raise, lower and adjust the sails.  A good 
captain will know the systems on his/her boat and will be able to make repairs if needed, using parts carried on the 
boat.  Make sure that the boat has appropriate insurance for coastal waters or for the open ocean. 

Learn about the EPIRB (Emergency Position Indicating Radio Beacon) which can indicate the position of the boat in 
an emergency.  When Nicholas became very ill on a crossing to Hawaii, this helped the Coast Guard to know his 
position in order to divert a ship to his sailboat with needed medication. 

It takes time to prepare a boat and practice for an ocean trip.  It takes time to provision the boat with a life raft, safety 
gear, food, appropriate clothes and foul weather gear, medical supplies, electronic equipment,  reading material, 
spare glasses, sun glasses, back up batteries, tools and spare parts, etc. 

Know Yourself…. 
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Know Your Waters….. 
Learn how to plot a course.  Learn how to know when it is safe to cross the bar.  Learn how to find the weather on the 
marine radio.  Find out about computer charts and paper charts.  Learn how to operate the auto helm.  Learn to 
watch for sudden changes in the wind. fishing nets, shipping vessels, buoys and crab pots — there are LOTS of crab 
pots between Astoria and Victoria! 

Learn about immigration laws and custom regulations if you are traveling into Canada or Mexico.  Learn about what 
you can take from one country to another.  Your boat can be boarded by the Coast Guard and checked for certain 
food items and drugs.  Be aware of fishing regulations and limits.  You will need licenses for different states as well as 
for Canada and Mexico. 

“Is it worth it?” you may ask.  Nicholas’ comment is, “A sailor must first have the desire to go and then make a 
commitment.” 

Mary would also add here that although she was apprehensive about venturing out onto the ocean, the reassurance 
and presence of Nicholas, Judi Johnson and Alice Patten have really helped her to venture forth.  [ed note:  The trip 
up the coast with Mary and Nicholas last summer was Alice’s first ocean experience, and Mary had already been out 
from California! —ap] 

Mary’s experiences brought her into contact with wonderful wildlife.  She saw dolphins and whales, birds, pelicans, 
sunfish and sharks (just the fins).    The morning light and the sunsets were beautiful.  “There is time to ponder and 
time to appreciate the vast wonder of the sky and the water.”  There is the great sense of accomplishment and 
achievement, in spite of the apprehension.  It is an amazing experience.
