The OWSA Board met in Neskowin, Oregon for a planning retreat on November 3 and 4, 2007, and a special Board
Meeting was held on December 1, 2007. At the retreat in November, we discussed the OWSA mission and how
OWSA has evolved over the past 14 years. We set the meeting schedule for 2008 and brainstormed ideas for
programs at general meetings. We reviewed the last year’s activities, talked about ways to improve or replace them,
and brainstormed new ideas to reach out to bring new women into the sailing community. The possibility of OWSA
actually owning a boat was brought up, and we opened up the idea of OWSA becoming an official 501(c)3 non-profit
organization. It was decided to hold a special meeting on December 1st to delve into the non-profit subject further
with Rich Jones who is well versed in the matter and has helped many such organizations get set up. Those who
attended the December 1st meeting voted to pursue becoming a 501(c)3 non-profit organization, and a committee
was formed to follow through on this task. We are working on refining OWSA'’s mission statement and revising the
bylaws to a format that will help us qualify for non-profit status with the federal government.

Commodore Edie Felix plans to give you more information at the February meeting, and voting on changes to our
Bylaws will take place at a general meeting, hopefully as soon as March. In compliance with current bylaws, the
proposed changes to the bylaws will be published prior to voting, along with notice of the date for voting.

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Winter is setting in and some of the birds we see out on the Columbia River have gone south. Generally most
migrants leave from August through October depending on the species. The Osprey we see nesting on dolphins or
piers throughout the sailing season migrate to the Caribbean and as far south as Peru and Brazil in September. With
migration speeds topped out at 80mph, they’'ve got the Baja Ha Ha beat! For those blue water sailors, keep an eye
out for Caspian Terns around your favorite snorkel spots in the Sea of Cortez and Gulf of Mexico. Like ducks and
geese, Caspian Terns tend to migrate in family groups, sometimes in large flocks of family groups. They can be seen

on migration from August through September.

In the Columbia River Estuary, many of our
birds stick around. Temperate northwest
weather and plentiful fish, tubers and seeds
make over-wintering on the river a good bet.
In fact, birds are much more adapted to a
cold weather day on the river than sailors
with their built in foul weather gear, down
jackets and ‘beneficial’ layer of body fat (nice
to be a duck). Should you make it out to the
river for a winters sail, be sure to keep an
eye out for Bald Eagles, Wigeon, and
Canada Geese. The Columbia is known as a
regionally important area for these species
which overwinter here in high numbers. In

fact, Bald Eagles will migrate
north to take advantage of the
high numbers of returning
salmon, particularly around
the Lewis and Clark National

During the winter, a group of racers put together a proposal that clubs who put on races get together and hire a
Principle Race Officer (PRO) to run the races in our area in conjunction with the volunteers. Their intent is to bring
consistency to the races. The current system is all volunteer so there’s a wide range of experience on the
committees and some races are run very well, while others suffer. Part of the proposal is to allow multiple races in
the evening series so a boat making a bad start or mark rounding in the first race has a chance to redeem its standing
with another race. This might require separate start and finish lines, more committee members, and/or maybe even a
second boat. The proposal was presented to the OCSA board and to the boards of various clubs that run races.
Discussions brought out that multiple races would be great for small boats, but a hassle for big ones. Other issues
are things like who the PRO would report to, insurance, coordinating with volunteers, possible changes to bylaws, etc.
Discussions are open, and investigations into the idea will continue.

As for now, OCSA will pay for an automatic starting system, and SYSCO and CYC have taken steps to improve
consistency. The race captains, Rich Jones for SYSCO and Blaine Goold for CYC, will be on the committee boats
each week during their clubs’ races to work with volunteer committees instead of sailing in the races themselves.
Rich has requested that any racers who want input on how races will be run should give their ideas to him by
February 16 (the SYSCO Social & Membership Drive). He will then make plans based on info he has at that time.

Spring brings several seminars for volunteers to learn more about running a race, and all racers or potential racers
are encouraged to take part. The more we all know, the better the resulting races (see page 10 for seminars).
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Port Townsend’s annual Wooden Boat Festival is one of the
most fun and educational gatherings of sailors in the Northwest.
The festival features tours of festival boats, demonstrations,
workshops, lectures, races, sail bys, public sails in tall ships,
kids@activities, music, food, and just lots of atmosphere.

The educational opportunities are amazing. On one Saturday
afternoon we heard and talked to Jo Bailey and Carl Nyberg,
authors of Gunkholing in the San Juans, author-circumnavigator
Anne Brevig, boat designer and captain Sam Devlin, and noted
sailmaker Carol Hasse and rigger Lisa Vizzini.

The 2008 festival is September 5 - 7, 2008. Wouldn't it be
great to get together an OWSA group for this?
